Audit Findings 
 

The audit revealed the following: 
 

 The student population, particularly that of girls, is continuously 
increasing in both UG and PG programs. 

 Students from backward classes have a larger share in admissions. 
 Enrollment of girls exceeds that of boys in PG classes. 
 The success rate of girl students is higher than that of boys. 
 Girls' participation in cultural activities surpasses that of boys. 
 In sports, boys' participation outweighs that of girls. 
 The gender balance among regular teaching staff is skewed towards 

males. 
 The institution exhibits gender balance among students, academic 

staff, administrative staff, NCC cadets, NSS volunteers, and 
departmental heads, reflecting an integrated approach to gender 
inclusivity. 

 The institution offers gender-specific facilities such as separate 
hostels for female students, common rooms, library areas, sanitary 
pad vending machines, and suitable washroom facilities. Safety 
measures such as CCTV surveillance and female security staff are in 
place. 

 The institution's focus on gender balance has led to considerable 
achievements. Many female students actively participate in sports, 
cultural events, and extension activities, significantly contributing 
to the holistic development approach of the college. 
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Recommendations for Future Actions 
 
Based on the findings of the audit, the following suggestions are 
proposed: 
 
1. Continuing Safety Measures: The institution should maintain and 
periodically update its security measures, especially for female 
students. 
 
2. Extending Gender Sensitization Programs: The institution should 
continue its gender sensitization programs, considering the 
inclusion of all members of the college community, such as non-
teaching staff and security personnel. 
 
3. Sustaining and Enhancing Gender Equality Initiatives: The college 
should persist with its focus on gender equality and explore new 
opportunities to further this commitment. This could include 
organizing more workshops, lectures, or practical courses on 
gender issues. 
 
4. Regular Audits: Periodic gender audits could be conducted to 
measure progress, assess the efficacy of implemented actions, and 
identify new areas of attention. 
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Conclusion 
The gender audit confirms Govt. Tulsi College, Anuppur's strong 
commitment to gender equality. The institution has successfully 
created a supportive environment for female students and stands as 
an epitome of transformative learning and excellence. It is evident 
that the College has strengths and weaknesses. The weaknesses can 
be overcome with gradual changes in the value setup. Undoubtedly, 
the enrollment of girls from all sections of society is increasing, and 
there are no gender issue complaints, contributing more towards 
making the college a gender-sensitive institution. Many programs 
are conducted specifically for girls' students to enhance their 
confidence building. With strong willpower and commitment to 
gender justice, the College would certainly make a mark even in 
areas that need improvement. Adherence to the recommendations 
of the audit will ensure the continuous promotion of gender parity, 
thereby contributing to a more equitable society.
